The supports include; funding, awards,
training, mentoring, incubation spaces,
upskilling, networking and more, addressing
particularly challenges faced by our young
people such as accessibility, infrastructure,
employment opportunities and social and
economic inclusion.

The supports included in this resource are free
to all and apply to young people.

LEADER companies and Local Enterprise
Offices are the key bodies located in all 26
counties in Ireland. They are a dedicated
national and local resource to SME needs and
have even tailored programs to specifically for
youth ensuring every young person has the
resources they need in a local setting to start
their entrepreneurial journey.
